4th Street Gets A Facelift

The Terra Centre exterior “plaza” area
renovation was primarily driven by neces-
sary repairs. Timing of the project was
coordinated in conjunction with the city’s
4th Street reconstruction and in anticipa-
tion of the Sioux City Public Museum re-
location plans.

The original plaza construction incorpo-
rated brick pavers which eventually sepa-
rated and heaved. Repair of the pavers
was limited to replacement; therefore, it
was determined that for future mainte-

nance issues concrete would be a more
viable option than brick pavers.

Advancements in concrete installation
offer a stenciled and acid-stained method
which was the effect chosen for our plaza
renovation. This installation allows the

owner to choose from many patterns, col-
ors and custom designs to maintain a
similar, but unique, look.
